
NSU Wireless Internet Setup (Mac OS X 10.4 Tiger) 
Your wireless network card must be able to support WPA (Wi-Fi Protected Access) security to 

connect to the NSU network. Any Airport Extreme wireless card purchased as an add-on to 
your Macintosh system is compatible. 

 
Step #1:  Click the 
wireless icon at the top 
right near the time. Click 
on Open Internet 
Connect at the bottom 
of the list. 

 

Step #2:  When the 
Internet Connect screen 
comes up, click on File 
and a menu will come 
up. Click on New 802.1X 
Connection. 

 

Step #3:  Click the arrow 
next to Other. Then, 
click on Edit 
Configurations…. 
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Step #4: Type in the 
Description: “NSU”.   
 
Type in your User 
Name: and Password: in 
the spaces provided. 
 
Type in the Wireless 
Network: 
“Secure_Student” or 
“Secure_Student2”. 
 
Uncheck all options 
except “PEAP” and click 
OK to continue.

Certificate window will 
appear. Click Continue 
to connect to the NSU 
wireless network. 
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
